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On Friday 22nd March 2024 the children in Reception are going to Smithills Farm in Bolton. 
This exciting trip is part of our spring topic and a passport experience. The children will be 
allowed to hold small animals such as rabbits, chicks and guinea pigs.  They will also meet 
baby animals in Pet’s Corner and have an opportunity to feed calves, lambs, goats, deer, 
llamas and alpacas.  We will be setting off from school at 9.00am and arriving back to 
school at approximately 3:15pm.  
 
The school is subsidising the trip for every child so we are only asking for a contribution 
from families of £18.00 per child.  The cost includes entrance to the farm, an educational 
talk in the milking parlour while the cows are being milked, a donkey ride, a tractor ride, a 
bag of animal food and transport. Payment can be made via ParentPay and you can either 
choose to pay the full amount or pay in 6 instalments of £3. 
 
School will provide a school packed lunch for all children.  Please let school know if you will 
be providing your child a packed lunch from home.
