Dear Parents / Carers, 

   We are planning to take the children in Year 2 on a trip to Blackpool to support their 

learning on habitats and seaside holidays in the past. While we are there we will visit The Sea life Centre, 

finding out about sea creatures and their habitats.  We are also hoping to play on the beach and have a 

picnic together alongside enjoying an ice cream and a paddle in the sea. This will obviously be dependent on 

the British weather. The date for the trip is May 21st 2024. We will leave school at 9am and are aiming on 

being back to school for approximately 4pm. 

On the day the children will either be asked to wear one of two outfits depending on the weather forecast.
